The Hog Loppet is a non-competitive 30-kilometer (1 ~ 9.9-mile) ski trek from the top of
Mission Ridge Ski Area to Blewett Pass.  This is not an event for first time skiers! Below you
will find a detailed description of the route that will help you be prepared for your amazing trek.
Please take a look at the links as well for photos, articles and videos.

Route Description

Shuttles: Buses leave from Leavenworth Park & Ride at 6 a.m. and from Wenatchee
Convention Center at 6:30 a.m.

Registration: Participants pick up their registration packets including bib numbers at the Mission
Ridge Ski Resort's Hampton Lodge. We gladly accept new registrations on event day but prefer
that you pre-register to ensure accuracy of shuttle service, shirt orders and food orders. You will
pick up your ordered shirt (or buy one) at the finish line

Start: Participants take a double chair to from Mission Ridge base area and transfer to a high
speed quad to reach the summit. The elevation is 6734’. The route follows a Mission Ridge
boundary road north of Mission Peak to Forest Service Road 9712. The trail is groomed from the
start to the Catch Basic under Mission Peak. There is a very short distance under the Peak that
is not groomed, but the rest of the course is groomed for skate and classic techniques.
Participants descend off the peak and then climb 1200’ back up to Mission Gap for another
descent to Aid Station 1.

Aid 1: Hog Loppet Staff monitor participants at Aid 1 and direct them to follow the trail. Aid 1 is
at 5954’ of elevation and meets up with Beehive Road. From this point the rest of the course is a



gradual descent to the finish with short, gentle sections of climbs. This location is 2.4 miles from
the start. This is high point for pictures and great views of Mission Peak.

Aid 2: Participants will have rolling, moderate terrain to Aid 2 taking them 2.4 miles further. Hog
Loppet Staff will have drinks and snacks available. A warm fire is provided as well.

Aid 3: Heading along Trondsen Ridge participants make a 6.6-mile journey to the next stop at
Haney Meadows. Spectacular views of the Stuart Range and Mount Rainier are visible on clear
days. The mostly flat segment brings participants to the next refreshment station at Haney
Meadows. Hog Loppet Staff provide a warm fire, snacks and soup. This is the only opportunity
to use a restroom until the finish line. Forest Service maintains an outhouse at this location. This
is the last refreshment stop on the trail.

Table Mountain Junction:  From Aid 3 to this point the course continues a gradual, gentle
descent for 3.1 miles. Staff is posted at the junction to direct participants along the correct trail.

9716 Road Junction:  Participants have come 16.3 miles once they have reached this point.
Staff is posted at the junction to direct skiers and to provide emergency assistance. The trail
becomes a winding road down to Blewett Pass with views of Table Mountain and The
Enchantments.



Finish: The last 3.6 miles descends 834’ down to the summit of Blewett Pass. The “Hog Loppet”
yellow banner is the finish line where participants must show their bib number to staff. Our staff
does not leave the course until every bib number has been accounted for. More refreshments
and warm fires are provided. Shuttles start leaving the summit at approximately 1:30 p.m. Event
shirts are provided here and extras may be for sale.

After Party: Leavenworth Winter Sports Club provides an after party for participants at the
Leavenworth Festhalle. There will be a band along with beer, wine and burgers for purchase.
Bring your bib for free entry. Public pays a small fee for admission. All ages are welcome to
attend. Details are available at www.skileavenworth.com/events.

Important Information

We lay one set of classic tracks that are groomed early Saturday morning for optimum
performance. With over 500 participants the tracks will get messy early in the day. We strongly
recommend using the shuttle bus service provided. Parking at Blewett Pass is LIMITED
and will be used by event organizers and requires a sno-park permit. It is not an event for first
time skiers because there is some steep terrain and ungroomed conditions near the start. There
will be three aid stations with snacks, water and emergency equipment at approximately 10k
intervals. Refreshments will be available at the end, but each participant must be self sufficient
for a long day's ski trek. Our supplies are shuttled in on snowmobiles, so we may run short of
provisions before your arrival to the stations.

Non-Event Snowmobiles

The majority of the Hog Loppet course is a popular snowmobile area. On race day the course is
NOT closed to recreational snowmobile users. However, at Blewett Pass and other major
intersections along the course, event staff will be stationed to inform snowmobile trail users of the
large number of skiers on the trail. We can not restrict access and after learning of the event, if
they wish to continue on to the course we ask them keep their speed down, watch carefully for
skiers and try to avoid driving on the groomed classic track. Please be as polite as possible, we
all have to share this area!
